FOR YOUNG PEOPLE – We believe in you and your leadership and generosity. We ask 
you to help those in need and: 

1. Logon to www.quartersfromkids.org  to get involved today. 
2. Collect any quarter, nickel, dime, or dollar you can. Ask your parent or teacher to 

go to quartersfromkids.org to help you donate online to help tsunami survivors. 
You choose which participating relief organization gets your donation. 

3. Ask your friends and classmates to make a pledge and give. Check out the website 
for creative ideas. For example, you can hold a bake sale at your school or learn 
more about the affected countries. 

4. Sign up for the mailing list online to keep updated on what’s happening. 

FOR PARENTS 

5. Discuss what’s happening in Asia with your children. Let them know they can 
make a difference today. Look at quartersfromkids.org together as a family. 

6. Help your child contribute. Offer to take their quarters, dimes, or dollars and donate 
for them through your credit card, check, or money order via 
www.quartersfromkids.org 

FOR TEACHERS/PRINCIPALS (Check with your principal or district to make sure you 
follow local policies for student fundraising,) 

7. Ask your students to lead a fundraising drive to help tsunami survivors.  Go to 
quartersfromkids.org and register your school’s project and swap ideas with others.  

8. Create a collection bottle where students and teachers can donate.  Donate total 
proceeds online through credit card, check, or money order.  

9. Use this as an educational opportunity. Help your students learn more about 
affected countries, their own leadership and ability to lead and serve others.  

FOR ORGANIZATIONS (including non-profits, districts and companies).
